






Who got what: Dina Lohan has custody of the couple’s minor children, Ali and Cody 
(Lindsay and Michael are legally adults). When asked about the divorce settlement in April 
2008, Michael told the New York Daily News, “I gave her the family house [in Merrick, Long 
Island], all the furniture and $200,000 she owed me just so that I could see my kids.” What 
now: Michael has even accused Dina of stealing his idea for Living Lohan. “It’s the exact 
same show I pitched,” he’s complained. “She even used my title.” In June he admitted that 
he had an affair 14 years ago and possibly fathered a love child. Winner in the court of 
public opinion: Dina, in a squeaker. Living Lohan premiered to 1.45 million viewers. And 
in May, the Long Island–area organization Mingling Moms named her Top Mom. That may 
be a bit of a stretch, but unlike Michael, she and daughter Lindsay appear to be on speaking 
terms, which is generally one of the requirements of being a parent. 
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Michael and Dina: the trees from which Lindsay Lohan fell. 

John Randolph Hearst & Barbara Hearst  

John Randolph Hearst Jr. is the 74-
year-old heir to the Hearst publishing 
empire, which includes Marie Claire, 
Cosmopolitan and Esquire. When he 
met Barbara Willis in the late ’70s, she 
was a media consultant. At the time, she 
had filed for bankruptcy and owed the 
Internal Revenue Service $50,000. 
After suffering a debilitating stroke, 
John married her in 1990. Then, 14 
years later, Barbara issued a divorce 
claim, alleging abandonment and cruel 
and inhuman treatment, but dropped 
her suit when she was dissatisfied with 
the settlement offer. John countersued 

for divorce the same year, charging her with cruelty. But get this: Because New York is a 
“fault state,” a couple cannot divorce unless one spouse can prove in a court of law that the 
other is at fault for something, or they both agree to a written separation agreement and 
then live apart for a year. So far John has failed to prove his wife is “at fault” for cruelty. So 
unless Barbara, 67, agrees to a separation and divorce, these crazy kids are stuck together. 
How long they’ve been married: 18 years Children: John has an adult daughter, Lisa, 
from a previous marriage. Barbs and arrows: John alleges that, shortly after divorce 
proceedings were first filed, he discovered that his wife had looted his estate of $23 million 
in property and investments. “John contends that his wife and the [couple’s] joint attorney 
[Leonard Ackerman] deceived him as to the consequences of what he was signing,” says 
Sharon Stein, John’s divorce attorney. Up for grabs: At least nine properties—including 
homes in Sag Harbor, Bridgehampton and Manhattan—which are owned or controlled by 
Barbara. John receives an income of $5 million to $6 million a year from a Hearst trust. Last 
year, Barbara asked a state Supreme Court judge to increase her monthly support to 
$90,000 so she could maintain her monthly expenses (which she claimed included $2,000

for dining out, $6,000 for travel and entertaining and $6,000 for wine storage). Instead, the 
judge reduced her monthly payments from $28,000 to $20,000, determining that John’s 
assets had been transferred to Barbara’s name in a “highly questionable manner.” What 
now: “They’re still legally married, but John will seek the return of his assets in a fraud 
trial,” says Stein. “So right now, all of the focus is on that.” Attorneys for Barbara and 
Leonard Ackerman continue to deny any wrongdoing. Says Barbara’s lawyer, Peter 
Bronstein: “They were married until death do us part and as far as Barbara is concerned 
they’ll remain married to one another.” Winner in the court of public opinion: John. 
“I think people sided with him because they feel that if a person isn’t happily married, they 
should be able to get out of it,” says divorce attorney Raoul Felder. 

Jennifer & Larry Creel  

She’s a mainstay on the benefit scene 
and a former designer for Ralph Lauren. 
He’s a finance guy who comes from an 
old money family that owns a private 
island off the eastern end of Long 
Island. In recent years Jennifer Creel, 
43, has branched out from the party 
circuit and into acting with a five-
episode stint on daytime soap opera The 
Bold and the Beautiful. She currently 
has a gig co-hosting The Juice, a weekly 
gossip series on Hamptons-based Plum 
TV. She and husband Larry, 45, split in 
2006 amid rumors that he enjoyed a 
dalliance with Jennifer’s close friend, 
designer Tory Burch. Their divorce is 
now in final proceedings. How long 
they were married: 17 years 
Children: Sons Lion, 14, and Lowell, 8; 
daughter Alix, 10 Barbs and arrows: 
Though Larry’s questionable 
extracurricular activities were the main 
cause of the split, insiders also point to 
Jennifer’s packed dance card as a 
contributing factor. “This is a woman 
who was never home, who was always 
out socializing, who went to the opening 
of everything but an envelope,” a source 
tells Page Six Magazine. “Larry just 
didn’t want to spend all his time going 
out and getting photographed. He just 

got sick of the situation.” Up for grabs: Jennifer will likely nab the couple’s house on 
Gardiners Island, N.Y., as she’s been spending much of her time there. The couple also has a 
Manhattan apartment in the East 70s. What now: Larry began seriously dating socialite 
Fernanda Niven after the split, but they broke up a few months ago, reportedly after he got 
cold feet about marrying again. In the meantime, his ex has been keeping it more casual. 
“Jennifer’s been dating,” says the friend. “People have been setting her up.” The source says 
that relations between the exes are tense. “They’re not happy with one another. It’s not some 
nice divorce.” Winner in the court of public opinion: Jennifer. “Obviously after what 
Larry did with Tory, Jennifer is going to come away with the public support,” says a pal. In 
other words: He who beds a woman’s best friend usually gets the doghouse in the divorce. 
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Friends of Larry and Jennifer say: "It's not some nice divorce." 

Tricia Walsh & Philip Smith  

Tricia Walsh brought divorce to new post-postmodern heights in April when she uploaded a 
teary, scathing video onto YouTube, skewering her estranged husband, 77-year-old Shubert 
Organization president Philip Smith. Since then the actress and playwright, 52, has taken 
Philip to task by posting online videos detailing their divorce, turning herself into an 
Internet sensation. How long they were married: Eight years Children: None together, 
though Philip has two adult daughters, Linda and Jennifer, from a previous marriage. 
Barbs and arrows: In the videos, Tricia alleges that the couple never had sex during their 
marriage, yet she found among his possessions a stash of Viagra, condoms and porn. While 
testifying at the divorce hearing, she accused Philip of hoarding his fortune from her and 
claims that he once freaked out after discovering she had purchased $500 shoes. “He went
